
“Confidence through Ath-
letics” has been the goal 
and the slogan of Bob Mor-
gan Athletics for over 40 
years. Athletic activities of 
all kinds provide instant 
feedback as instruction and 
practice produce success.  
Life lessons are learned on 
the field, and team sports 
provide additional lessons 
in cooperation and group 
dynamics.  

Our definition of winning 
is not tied to the game 
score.  When athletes im-
prove and skills grow, we 
see winners.  

Through the years, we have 
seen hesitant children be-
come great athletes. Major 
Applewhite, a Catholic 
High standout who went on 
to star at University of 
Texas, started tackle foot-
ball at BMA. Donnie 

Jones, an LSU player now 
with the St. Louis Rams, 
was ready to quit football 
until he played with BMA 
and got the positive rein-
forcement that he needed.  

Other BMA alumni are 
successful doctors and law-
yers and teachers and par-

ents themselves. We have 
former players who now 
coach with BMA and oth-
ers who bring their own 
children to the program.   

We have been here for the 
children of the Greater 
Baton Rouge area since 
1985. We aren’t in it for 
our own children, and as a 
non-profit organization, we 
aren’t in it for the money. 
We are here to develop 
each child socially, emo-
tionally, and morally 
through a peer-group ac-
cepted physical activity. 
We want sports to be a 
good experience for ath-
letes and families, and most 
of all, we want sports to be 
fun for everyone involved. 
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A 2001 study by the Na-
tional Alliance for Youth 
Sports showed that 70% of 
kids who started in sports 
have quit by age 13—
because “it wasn’t fun any-
more.” Let’s work to 
change that!   

If your child is unhappy, let 

us know right away. If 
someone is behaving badly, 
we won’t tolerate it— and 
you can help us find out 
what is going on.  

We want the best possible 
experience for every child. 
If a child has special needs 
of any kind— extra encour-

agement, more repetition, 
more socialization— let us 
know as soon as possible.

We spend a lot of energy telling you what 
not to say during games— not to coach, 
not to give advice, not to criticize. We 
decided it was time to reverse direction 
and give you some lines to use at the 
games: 

1. Way to go! 

2. That was really 
great! 

For the first six weeks of the pro-
gram, we work to build a founda-
tion of solid skills and understand-
ing of the game. Then, we schedule 
an extra three weeks for athletes 
who want to sharpen their skills, 
particularly as quarterbacks.  

We will continue to emphasize 
solid fundamentals. We will also 
work on knowledge of the game. 
Quarterback skills include getting 
the snap, footwork, ball handling, 
hand-offs, and throwing.  

Typically, the youngest players 
don’t sign up for the extension. 
Ability and maturity are key factors 

in who will 
have success in 
this phase of 
the program.

the experience and what it teaches. There 
are lessons  beyond sports here, and suc-
cess is more than a scholarship. (Did you 
know that there is 70 times  more money 
for academic scholarships?) 

Our suggestion is— let it happen. Let 
today be a fun experience so that there 
will be a tomorrow. Enjoy the games and 
the accomplishments at every level— 
these days don’t come again. There’s a 
country song that reminds us “You’re 
gonna miss this….” 

What do you see when you look at your 
child? Do you see the little one in front of 
you, swallowed by his equipment? Do 
you see the shadow of the future as he 
runs onto a high school field? It can be 
hard to know where to focus sometimes. 

Make sure your expectations are realistic 
for age levels. Too many athletes leave 
sports before high school because of pres-
sure from parents  and burn-out from 
excessive, exhausting practices.
